· Check Out begins Friday March 16th at 10am.


Don’t forget to make a poster about your animal. We want Old McDonalds Farm to not only be a place to see the animals but to learn about them and their owners. Feel free to make a poster about your animal, how you took care of your animal, or anything relating to your animal. These posters will be posted around the barn and judged just like the animals.

Rules and Regulations

1. All Entry forms are available at the Sumter County Fair Office & County Extension office. Entry forms and fees for youth poultry, rabbit, and display animals must be received at the fair office no later than Friday February 24, 2012.
2. Only Sumter County residents are eligible to exhibit animals. 

Exhibitor categories are as follows:

Junior Youth: 4 to 12 years old

Senior Youth: 13 to 18 years old

Adult: 19 and above
3. All entries must be checked in at the Barn on Thursday March 8th, 2012 between 5pm and 9pm. 

Only pre-registered animals will be accepted.
4. The Fair Association will be responsible for feeding all animals while they are at the fair on exhibit. Display animals must have feed provided by the owner.
5. No sales of animals shall be allowed while on exhibit.

6. All exhibit animals are to be removed by Saturday March 17th, 2012 at 10pm.  You may begin removing your animals on Friday March 16th, 2012 at 10am. Please see the person in charge to check out animal.

7. A state poultry inspector will test birds at check in and will check all other animals. No diseased animal will be allowed to stay.

8. Cattle, goats, swine, and sheep must be accompanied by a veterinarian health certificate.

9. Horses and ponies must have a certificate of current negative coggins test.

10. Any animal or bird needing a special cage must be provided by the exhibitor on a space available basis.

11. All exhibitors must buy a fair pass if they plan to come and go during the fair. Passes are $15 for adults and $5 for children. Passes may be purchased at the Fair Office.

12. Judging will be held Saturday March 10th, 2012 at 2pm. All are encouraged to come out and watch the judging. Exhibitors in attendance will show their animal. All decisions will be final.

13. Entry Fees are:

a. Rabbits, Poultry, Ducks, Pheasants, and Guinea Fowl--- $1.00 each

b. Geese, Turkey, Peafowl, and Swan---$1.25 each

c. Display Animals-----$5.00 each

14.  Feeding and Clean Out  Times for ALL animals is 9am–11am and 4:30pm-6:30pm every day
