This Family Living Expo of the Sumter County Fair is open to adults of all ages.  It is the responsibility of all exhibitors to know the criteria specified in each exhibit class and entry category.  It is also the responsibility of the exhibitor to pre-register and follow the guidelines set forth in this document. 1. ALL ENTRIES MUST BE PRE-REGISTERED ON THE ADULT EXHIBIT ENTRY FORM.
2. All entries should be owned, produced, or made by the ADULT EXHIBITOR, and clearly marked with the name on an affixed entry tag.  
3. Only residents of Sumter County may enter exhibits. 
4. All entries must have been completed since March 7, 2011, or never before entered in the Sumter County Fair.
5. All entries are submitted and exhibited at the owner’s risk.  While every precaution will be taken to protect exhibits, the Sumter County Fair, Family Living Expo volunteers, or Cooperative Extension Service agents are not responsible for any accidental loss or damage.  
6. All entries must be entered during published check in times with a completed entry form.  
7. Articles taken to the fair office WILL NOT be accepted, NOR will we be held RESPONSIBLE for these items.  
8. Exhibits must be picked up during check-out times.  DO NOT remove exhibits early.  Exhibits may be unattended on Sunday during non-fair hours.  Unclaimed items will not be stored.
9. The modified Danish System of judging will be used in placing awards by oriented volunteers.  The Danish System is based on a standard of quality.

JUDGING:
Each entry will be judged according to Blue, Red, or White ribbon based on the Danish System.  Blue is considered above average or excellent quality, Red is average quality, and White is below average quality.  A first place article will be chosen from each Entry category and eligible to be considered for the Best of Show for each Class.  Every article will receive a Blue, Red or White strip ribbon.  Each First Place will receive a Purple Award and each Best of Show will receive a Rosette Ribbon.


AWARDS:
BEST OF SHOW in each CLASS = ROSSETTE
FIRST PLACE in each ENTRY CATEGORY = PURPLE RIBBON




CLASS A – BAKED GOODS

1. All exhibits must be entered on a small disposable plate in a sealed plastic bag or other disposable, clear container. 
2. Each entry must be accompanied by the recipe on a 3x5 index card and show all ingredients used, as well as the method of preparation.  
3. No refrigerated entries allowed.
4. Entries will be judged the day of check-in.
