RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. No entry will be accepted without the doe’s date of birth and the following attachment: Proof of ownership

in the form of a canceled check, bill of sale, or signed statement by parent/guardian OR a copy of the 

lease agreement.

2. Eligibility: Exhibitors must be members in good standing in a 4H or FFA club/chapter and have either

turned in a record book to the Sumter County 4H office or have the completed record book with them.

3. Only female (does) of the major dairy breeds are allowed (i.e., Alpine, Nubian, Lamancha, Toggenburg, or Saanen).

Does may be registered or grade. Grade animals must possess characteristics of their breed.

4. No exhibitor may enter more than one doe per class, Does of similar ages, whether registered or grade, will be

        shown in the same class.

5. No horned animals will be allowed.

SHOW DAY

1. Failure to have animal under control will result in disqualification.

2. Meat goats and dairy goats are in two separate shows and shall not compete against one another. 

Nor may a goat be shown in both shows.

3. Body clip and trimmed hooves are required.

4. Exhibitor must wear show whites of the official dress of his/her organization.

5. Exhibitor should know the age of the doe and its freshening date.

6. All goats must be accompanied to the show by an official Veterinary Health Certificate listing permanent

Identification stating that the following requirements have been met:

      *All animals over six months of age have been negative to an official tuberculin test within  90 days

        or originate in an accredited tuberculosis free herd. The accredited herd number shall be shown on 

        health certificate.

      *All animals over six months of age have been negative to an official test for Brucellosis within 90 days

       or originate in an accredited Brucellosis free herd. The accredited herd number should be shown on the 

        health certificate.
