The Family Living Youth department of the Sumter County Fair is open to ALL youth ages 5-18.  The fair will follow the age divisions set forth by the Florida 4-H program.  All ages are as of September 1st in the current 4-H year.  It is the responsibility of all youth exhibitors to know the criteria specified in each exhibit class and entry category.  It is also the responsibility of the exhibitor to register and follow the guidelines set forth in this document. 1. ALL ENTRIES MUST BE REGISTERED ON THE YOUTH EXHIBIT ENTRY FORM!!!	
2. All entries should be owned, produced, or made by the YOUTH EXHIBITOR, and clearly marked with the name, age, and club/school of the youth exhibitor on a firmly affixed entry tag.  
3. All entries must have been completed since March 5, 2011, or never before entered..
4. All entries are submitted and exhibited at the owner’s risk.  While every precaution will be taken to protect exhibits, the Sumter County Fair, the Cooperative Extension Service, its officers, volunteers or agents are not responsible for any accidental loss or damage.  
5. All entries MUST be entered during published check in times with a completed entry form.  
6. DO NOT take entries to the Fair office.  We will not be held RESPONSIBLE for these items.  
7. Exhibits must be picked up during published check-out times.  NO exhibits will be removed early.  Youth exhibits picked up early will not receive premium money.  Exhibits may be unattended on Sunday during non-fair hours.  Unclaimed items will not be stored by the 4-H Office.  Premium money will be available during check-out or during regular office hours at the Extension Office.  4-H leaders may pick up premium money for their members.  
8. The modified Danish System of judging will be used in placing awards by oriented volunteers.  The Danish System is based on a standard of quality.  
9. Entries will be judged according to 4-H age divisions.  All ages are determined as of 9/1/2011.

JUDGING:
Each item entered will be judged as a Blue, Red, or White ribbon based on quality.  Blue is considered above average or excellent quality, Red is average quality, and White is below average quality.  A first place article will be chosen from each Entry category and eligible to be considered for the Best of Show for each Class.  Every item will receive a Blue, Red or White strip ribbon.  Each First Place will receive a Purple Ribbon and Best of Show will receive a Rosette Ribbon.  All Cloverbuds (5-7 ages) will receive a green participation rosette.

2. Each entry must be accompanied by the recipe on a 3x5 index card and show all ingredients used, as well as the method of preparation.

CLASS N – FINE ART POSTERS

2. Poster should follow one of the three themes:  Healthy Lifestyle, SET (Science, Engineering or Technology), or Citizenship.  
3. The following types of medium may be used:  watercolor, pen and ink, pencil, marker, crayon, acrylic, special effects, and/or computer enhanced.  You may use more than 1 type of medium.
4. Poster must be designed on or affixed to poster board whose dimensions are no larger than        14 X 22”.  Posters cannot exceed a depth of 1/4”.
5. Posters may be horizontal or vertical.
6. Posters may not include copyrighted material without written permission i.e. Nike, Disney, etc.
7. No photographs are allowed to be used since this is a fine arts category.
8. Appropriate use of the 4-H Emblem must be followed.
9. All blue ribbon posters will advance to state contest, each youth may send 1 poster to state. For more info refer to state 4H website http://florida4H.org/events/photo_contest/new_rules.shtml

5. Banners may not be commercially made and must be made in the current 4-H year.  Banners should be a work of the 4-H club members.
6. Only quality banners will be displayed. 
7. Banners will be judged based on creativity, neatness, and unique representation of the 4-H club.
